 Two foundation history courses:   ___43.105 Western Civilization to 1715 

   ___43.106 Modern World 
 

 Art History electives: 

 A minimum of three courses with two at the 300/400 level 

 A maximum of six courses with four at the 300/400 level 
 

 History electives: 

3 courses with 2 at the 300/400 level, related to the student’s art history course of study 
 Practicum experience or Directed Studies in Art History or History
