Internships and Experiential Learning Opportunities

The following is a sample list of experiential learning opportunities for students interested in internships, practica, volunteering, etc. This is NOT an exhaustive list of all of our community partners – we have placed students with over 40 different organizations in past years. The English Department Internship Coordinator and the Department Chair work with individual students to find placements that match their career goals and interests, and the UML Career Center helps to prepare students for such activities with resume and interviewing workshops.

Bartlett Community Partnership School

Internship/practicum, semester-long, fall/spring, unpaid, working with either a classroom teacher in K-8 grade or the school’s literacy coordinator on a literacy project with children.
Community Software Lab

Internship, semester-long, fall/spring/summer, unpaid or work-study money, grant and publicity writing and/or writing for the web.

Greater Lowell Boys and Girls Club

Internship/practicum, semester-long, unpaid, work with staff writing publicity, grant, internal materials as needed.

Lowell Sun

Internship, semester-long, fall/spring/summer, unpaid, opportunities for publishing “clips” in newspaper and conducting interviews and research, access to a car and business attire required.

Merrimack Repertory Theater

Internship, semester-long, unpaid, work with staff on grant writing, documenting history of the theater, and other writing projects to support staff.

Mogan Cultural Center

Internship, two-semesters, paid, working with Mogan Center Director on variety of writing projects including publicity, documentation, archival materials, etc.

Office of Communications and Marketing, UML

Internship, semester-long, fall/spring/summer, unpaid, opportunities for publishing creative writing as well as learning about publishing.

WUML-Sunrise

Practicum or volunteer, flexible times, short or long-term, unpaid or work-study money, writing creative non-fiction/reflective essays for morning radio show.

A few of the other placements in the past have included: Whistler House Museum of Art, Tsongas Industrial History Center, Girls Inc., Lowell Transitional Living Center (homeless shelter), Lowell High School, Mill City All-Americans (baseball team), Twisted Rico (music p.r. firm), and more…
