You are cordially invited to attend a conference on “Combined Approaches to Work and Health in the Northeast States” to be held on May 6 & 7, 2008 at the Homewood Suites Hotel, Farmington, CT.  This conference is hosted by the Occupational and Environmental Health Center at the University of Connecticut Health Center in collaboration with the Center for the Promotion of Health in the New England Workplace at the University of Massachusetts Lowell. The agenda and has been designed by a multi-disciplinary, multi-state planning committee (see committee list below).

The conference is primarily designed for state health department personnel in the Northeast (New England, New York, and New Jersey) who coordinate chronic disease and health promotion program activities that are targeted to worksite settings.
