Instructions for Resetting your Wireless Password
 

You are required to change your email password every few months, but unfortunately, the your system settings will still have your old password saved. The only way to clear this saved password is to delete a certain key in the system registry.

The easiest way to do this is to create a script that can be double clicked which will clear this key automatically. You will then be asked for your new password the next time you try to log in to the wireless network.

To create the script yourself, follow these instructions:

1. Open a text editor, such as Notepad.

2. Copy the following text into the text editor.

reg delete hkcu\software\microsoft\eapol\usereapinfo /f
 
3. Save the file as "Resetting_Your_Password.cmd"
Note: You can name the file anything you want, but it must have an extension of .cmd
4. Close the text editor by clicking on File and then on Exit.

If you double click on this file, the saved password will be deleted, and you will be able to enter your new password.
