Driving, Materials Drop-Off, and Parking Directions

From Route 3 or if you’re traveling north on Route 495:
1. From Route 495, take the Lowell Connector exit 35C. From Route 3, take exit for 495N & the Lowell Connector

2. Next take Exit 5 North, Thorndike Street.

3. Go straight through 3 traffic lights

4. Get in the left hand lane as soon as you are able.  Travel  0.5 miles.

5. Turn left onto Fletcher Street at the traffic light that’s simply a left turn arrow.  

6. Travel to the end of Fletcher Street and turn Right onto Pawtucket Street

7. Travel only  0.1 mile to the second traffic light, turn left to go across the bridge on University Ave.  

8. At the light continue traveling straight, but stay in the right hand lane.

If you are traveling south on Route 495: 
1. Take exit 39, Route 133 West  

2. Turn right at the end of the exit ramp, towards Lowell/Dracut.  

3. Travel ~4 miles

4. Turn right at the traffic light (you’ll also want to notice the blue and red U.Mass. Lowell directional sign) onto Routes 110 & 38 (also called Nesmith St.)

5. Travel straight through two traffic lights, then 3/4 around the rotary to stay on Routes 38.

6. Travel STRAIGHT on this road, tracking along the Merrimack River on your left.  DO NOT turn right when Route 38 turns right going into New Hampshire.  The road you are traveling becomes VFW Highway.

7. To your right, you’ll pass Top Donut, then some sports field, then a large yellow brick building.  

8. Turn right at the light at the end of the yellow brick building.  This is University Avenue.

9. Please refer to the next page for drop off and parking instructions.

If you are traveling on Route 93, you can:

1. Take exit 43, Route 133 West

2. Turn towards Lowell/Tewksbury at the end of the exit ramp  

3. Travel ~5.9 miles

4. Turn right at the traffic light (you’ll also want to notice the blue and red U.Mass. Lowell directional sign) onto Routes 110 & 38 (also called Nesmith St.)

5. Travel straight through two traffic lights, then 3/4 around the rotary to stay on Routes 38.

6. Travel STRAIGHT on this road, tracking along the Merrimack River on your left.  DO NOT turn right when Route 38 turns right going into New Hampshire.  The road you travel becomes VFW Highway.

7. To your right, you’ll pass Top Donut, then some sports field, then a large yellow brick building.  

8. Turn right at the light at the end of the yellow brick building.  This is University Avenue.

Directions to Employer Drop off area and parking:

1. Pass the yellow brick building and pass by one driveway.

2. Turn right into the next driveway -- beside Cumnock Hall, a light gray building with a guard station at the entry.  Visitor parking is immediately to your right.  The spaces there are reserved for visitors and for those with disabilities. 

3. Employers can identify themselves to the guard by company name.  You will be instructed to drive your vehicle to the far end of the building, where the handicap entrance and elevator is located, so that student volunteers can help you unload your career materials.  Those volunteers will take your materials upstairs and deliver them to your location in Cumnock Auditorium.

4. Unless you require a handicap parking space, you must then drive your vehicle a short distance to the UMass Lowell Plymouth Street lot.  

5. Turn left out of the Cumnock lot onto University Ave.  Get in the right hand lane.

6. Turn Right at the first light (0.1 mile) onto the VFW Parkway.  DO NOT CROSS THE BRIDGE.

7. Pass Standish Street, then turn right onto the next street, Plymouth Street (there may not be a street sign identifying the street, but the entire distance on the VFW Parkway is less than 0.2 mile).  

8. The parking lot is on the right.  A student volunteer may be there to raise the gate for you, or you may use the speaker at the gate to alert the police to remotely raise the gate.

9. You will need to walk through the parking lot towards the University buildings.  Between the buildings is a set of descending stairs, a patio area, then a set of ascending stairs.  Follow this path.  

10. Continue walking straight to cross the street.  You will clearly see Cumnock Hall, the light grey building, where the fair is located.  You can either climb the stairs to the main entrance and Cumnock Auditorium, or you can walk back to the handicap entrance (where you dropped off your materials) and take the elevator up one story.
