Driving, Materials Drop Off, and Parking Directions

From the North, South or West:   From Route 3 or I-495, take the Lowell Connector and follow directions below.

From the South:  Take Route 3 North to the Lowell Connector.  

Follow Connector to exit 5b, Thorndike St. 

Follow Thorndike St. onto Dutton St. 

Go past City Hall and take a left on to Father Morrissette Blvd. 

Take your first right and turn right onto Suffolk St.  Take Suffolk until it ends and then turn left.  

The campus center is at the main intersection on your left across from LeLacheur Park.

Additional (more detailed) directions:

If you are traveling on Route 93, you can:

 1. Take exit 43, Route 133 North.  

 2. At the end of the exit ramp turn West towards Lowell/Dracut.  

 3. Travel ~5 miles

 4. Turn right at the traffic light (you’ll also want to notice the blue and red UMass. Lowell directional sign) onto Routes 110 West & 38 (also called Nesmith St.)

 5. Travel straight through two traffic lights, then 3/4 around the rotary to stay on Route 38.

 6. Travel STRAIGHT for 1.5 miles on this road, tracking along the Merrimack River on your left.  DO NOT turn right when Route 38 turns right going into New Hampshire.

 7. Turn left at Aiken Street to cross a bridge over the Merrimack River.

 8. At the end of the bridge, pass Lalecheur Park, and take an immediate right, in front of the Campus Recreation Center.  

 9. Pass the Campus Recreation Center on your left, and take a left into the driveway. 

 10. Student assistants will be available to help you unload your vehicle and direct you to the most convenient parking location.

If you are traveling Southbound on Route 495 you can: 

 1. Take exit 39, Route 133 North.  

 2. Turn right at the end of the exit ramp, towards Lowell/Dracut/N.Tewksbury.  

 3. Travel ~3.5 miles

 4. Turn right at the traffic light (you’ll also want to notice the blue and red UMass. Lowell directional sign) onto Routes 110 West & 38 (also called Nesmith St.)

 5. Travel straight through two traffic lights, then 3/4 around the rotary to stay on Route 38.

 6. Travel STRAIGHT for 1.5 miles on this road, tracking along the Merrimack River on your left.  DO NOT turn right when Route 38 turns right going into New Hampshire.

 7. Turn left at Aiken Street to cross a bridge over the Merrimack River.
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 8. At the end of the bridge, pass Lalecheur Park, and take an immediate right, in front of the Campus Recreation Center.  

 9. Pass the Campus Recreation Center on your left, and take a left into the driveway. 

 10. Student assistants will be available to help you unload your vehicle and direct you to the most convenient parking location.

If you are traveling Northbound on Route 495:

 1. Take the exit for Route 3 North and then follow the directions below.

From Route 3:

 1. Take exit 32 for UMass Lowell/ Route 4/ Chelmsford

 2. From the exit ramp take the first right off the rotary onto Drum Hill Road

 3. Travel approximately 0.4 miles and you will pass Drum Hill Ford on your right.

 4. Bear left at the next traffic light onto Wood Street.

 5. Turn right at the second traffic light onto Middlesex Street.

 6. Continue traveling straight through traffic lights.  Middlesex Street become Pawtucket Street.  Bear left to go up a small incline, keeping the river immediately to your left.

 7. Continue traveling on Pawtucket Street until you come to your first set of lights.  You will see a Pawtucket Pharmacy on the right. Go straight through this intersection.

8.Continue going straight through two quick sets of lights.  (At the First light Merrimack Street turns to the right.  At the Second light University Ave turns to the left.)  HealthSouth and Heritage Nursing Home will be on your right.  

9.Merge into the left lane after passing through these sets of lights. 

10.Take a left at the next set of lights over the Aiken Street Bridge.

11.The Campus Recreation Center is the large brick building with blue trim on the left.

12.Take a left immediately beyond the CRC, in front of Lalecheur Park.  

13.Take another left just beyond the CRC and drive into the circular driveway, student assistants will be available to help you unload your vehicle and direct you to the most convenient parking location.
